The Judges Certification Program Code of Ethics covers these areas:  knowledge of the art of
quiltmaking, standards of judging behavior, and maintenance of good public relations.
 

       AN NACQJ CERTIFIED JUDGE/CANDIDATE:

· Acts professionally in all circumstances. while representing NACQJ or using one’s NACQJ designation, including but not limited to the judging room; communicating with guilds, sponsors and candidates; while giving lectures or teaching classes; communicating on social media; etc.
· Acts in a manner worthy of respect.
· Continually seeks more knowledge of the art and craft of quiltmaking.

· Promotes and continues the tradition of support and sharing that has always been a part of quiltmaking.

· Welcomes general questions about quilt judging.

· Is prepared to explain any remarks for the benefit of the exhibitor.

· Embraces new techniques, methods, and styles of quiltmaking.

· Always treats the exhibitor, exhibitor's work, aides, show sponsors, and any other judge working the show 
with respect.

· Never publicly criticizes another judge or another judge’s decisions.

· Strives to instill confidence and pride in any exhibitor’s achievements. 

· Encourages exhibitors to continue to elevate their design and technical skills.

· Never allows personal preferences to influence the decisions rendered.

· Is willing to disqualify himself/herself if failure to do so may create any question of impropriety about 
the objectivity of the judge’s evaluation.  If judging alone, this may not be possible. 
· Renders a fair and equitable evaluation on each item in competition.

· Is not authorized to use his/her personal NQA/NACQJ credentials to bestow any form of certification 
upon participants in his/her judging seminars, workshops, or lectures.
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
